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Abstract

The Influence of Buddhist Culture on the White Pants Yao in Vietham

Current academic circles generally believe that the religion of the Yao people is deeply
influenced by Taoism. At the same time, it is also acknowledged that their religion is also
influenced by Confucianism and Buddhism as well to a lesser extent. Generally speaking
though, consensus suggests it is mainly influenced by Taoism, and as such is sometimes called
Yao Taoism. However, according to the current field investigation presented in this article, it
was found that the White Pants Yao of the Kin Mun Yao branch in Vietnam have three types of
ritual experts: Daogong (1. /42), Shigong (¥f %), and Senggong (1§ ). This article mainly
starts from the manuscripts and ritual tools of the White Pants Yao Senggong as observed in
Vietnam, and then explains the spread and practice of Buddhist culture within their belief

system.
