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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this study is to identify and systematize various facet elements required
by users in fiction search situations from book tags to improve the fiction search environment.
Based on the Ranganathan's PMEST formula, the basic facet system of the fiction was
defined as 1) the personality that forms the fiction material, 2) the content and external
characteristics that compose the fiction, 3) the reader interaction with books, 4) spatial
information related to fiction and reading activities, and 5) time information related to
fiction and reading activities. Out of approximately 310,000 tags assigned to 7,174 fiction,
3,730 core tags were selected and content-analyzed. As a result, various attributes were
systematized around the top 25 categories of the fiction facets. The results of this study
can be applied to facet navigation of OPAC and fiction DB in the future.
