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Psychopathy as a Risk Factor of Crime

This literature review introduced the concept of psychopathy which has never been defined
academically in Korea. Also it is reviewed how this concept could be applied as latent factor of
criminal behavior in the forensic settings. For this purpose, first of all, the periodical change of
psychopathy definition was explored. Then it was investigated which determinants might develop
psychopathy and what would be the behavioral characteristics of psychopaths. Finally, risk
assessment  tools measuring psychopathy were introduced and their predictive efficacy and

applicability in Korean criminal justice system was discussed.
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
