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Abstracts

The purpose of this paper is to find out the present status of core courses offered at the Departments of
Library and Information Science. For this purpose, the core courses in the curriculum, which were compulsory
ones in the 1980s, are analyzed. The result shows that there have not been many changes in the core courses
offered and that traditional cores of selection, organization, services, administration and information

science-related courses are still strongly extant.
