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Abstract

To understand the literacy and library users of Korean society, various historical data and statistics were
gathered and analyzed. The findings are: 1) lineage, commerce, and religion in ancient Korean society and the
social class in Koryo and Lee Dynasty were related to the literacy, and 2) the size of collection, increase of
books, library budgets and the policy of national library are also somewhat related to the library users at

present.
