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ABSTRACT

Molluscan specimens collected in the whole country
of Korea during the from 1994 through 2002, were
identified and classified. A total of 1,560 molluscan
species were listed in this study; one species in class
Aplacophora, 18 species in class Polyplacophora,
1,038 species in class Gastropoda, 467 species in
class Bivalvia, 14 species in class Scaphopoda and 22
species in class Cephalopoda. Among the identified
species, 360 species (three species in class
Polyplacophora, 266 species in class Gastropoda, 85
species in class Bivalvia, 6 species in class
Scaphopoda) are newly recorded to Korean fauna.
